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5. DESCRIPTION OF PROPOSED PARTNERSHIP

5.1 SUMMARY  
Summary of the planned Partnership. This description may be used by the European Commission 
and/or the National Agency when providing information on selected projects, so please be clear and 
precise and do not exceed 200 words.  
 
The planned partnership consists in 7 primary and 1 secondary schools from seven European 
countries: Belgium, the Netherlands, Italy, Spain, Iceland, Greece, Poland. The title of the project 
is SMASH and contains all important elements of our objectives: S(tudy/learning to learn) 
M(obility), A(ctivities), S(port), H(ealth). The main thematic areas of the partnership are: Health 
Education, Physical Education and sport, European citizenship and European dimension. Partnership 
activities will be implemented in the following educational fields: Health education, Sports and 
Foreign languages. The project entitled Smash focuses on promoting healthy lifestyle of European 
citizens. The participants of the planned partnership share their ideas, expand their knowledge of 
the issue by means of ICT technologies, paperwork, being involved in mobility activities, 
performing activities stimulating local initiatives to lead a healthy life. The work in the partnership 
will be done on three levels according to the age and language competence diversity of the pupils: 
Level 1 (starting level- pupils aged 6-9), Level 2 (basic level, pupils aged 10-13 with elementary 
knowledge of English) and level 3 (intermediate level, pupils aged 10-13 being more at ease at 
English). In this big project tasks and responsibilities have been dealt out to build a well organized 
project. 
 
 

5.2 CONTEXT AND MOTIVATION 
a) What is the general context of each institution involved in the proposed Partnership? Is there 
a specific context as for example: Are the participants in disadvantaged areas? Do they have 
specific needs for pupils, staff or other groups, e.g. pupils at risk of social exclusion, pupils with 
special needs, migrants, refugees? If so, please explain. 
 
b) Why do the participating institutions want to take part in European cooperation activities such as 
this Partnership? What do they expect to gain from European cooperation?  
 
 
All schools are primary schools, except the Italian school (secondary). General context and 
motivation to participate in European cooperation activities of each institution: 
 
Poland – the school is situated in the region of Lublin, in a disadvantaged area with social 
(economic) problems. The intention of the school is to give equal changes of all pupils, by 
organizing different activities in and after school time, like this Comenius-project. To learn the 
English language and improve it in activities and mobility will give pupils a better change for the 
future. The Polish school is motivated to stimulate pupils to develop healthy interests from other 
European pupils. 
 
Spain – the school has got an increase number of migrant pupils. They like to participate in this 
project because of learning from other schools about how to improve the educational system. They 
like to observe and learn how other educational systems work/improve educational work 
experiences. 
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Iceland – One of the main topics of the school is education focused on good health. The school will 
give pupils the change to learn from other European pupils, because they feel isolated from the 
other European countries on the Continent of Europe. As they said: the like to make a bridge 
between their Island and the continent, to promote health. 
 
Netherlands – The Dutch school participates in bilingual education (Anglia-member) for pupils in 
the higher grades and also likes to involve pupils from the younger grades in this project, so they 
can learn from other cultures by using (easy) English language. Also the school will give a chance 
to pupils from the higher grades to improve their English by taking part in mobility activities on 
project meetings in other countries, also for pupils who needs special help or pupils who live in  a 
difficult social situation. They like to organize other activities to stimulate good health and learn of 
the diversity of European cultures and traditions,  so pupils can feel and learn that they are not 
only Dutch, but also European citizens.   
 
Italy – the school is situated in one of the southern suburbs of Milan city with a lot of social and 
economic problems and is divided into two districts and buildings. They have a mixed school 
population but with pupils  running the risk of social exclusion and also pupils who need special 
help together with 25% of foreign students. Special support teachers like to know more about the 
special need education (systems) in other schools. Moreover it’s important for them to stimulate 
pupils to improve communication in a foreign language. One of the important topics of the school 
is tolerance and respect. Sport can be a good starting point to practise it. 
 
Greece – the school is a small school with a reception class for foreign students and a department 
of special education. They like to learn from other countries, specially focused on special need and 
foreign language. The school has got a computer room and like to use ICT in this new project.  
 
Belgium – the schools in Belgium are located in small villages near Kortrijk. The schools have got a 
good contact with a institution of special needs education located in the village of the Rollegem 
school. They like to cooperate with this school in special sport and health activities. Otherwise they 
like to learn from other school systems (with possibilities for special need education) and other 
European cultures and traditions. One of the main topics in the schools is good health. That’s the 
reason why they like to learn about health programmes on other schools in other European 
countries.

Concrete objectives of the partnership are: 
• We stimulate and motivate pupils to think about a healthier lifestyle for themselves and 
their classmates in other European countries. So they meet  other European citizens and learn from 
them, their cultures and traditions and the use of ICT. 
• We encourage the use of English as a common foreign language. So pupils can have the 
experience that they can make new contacts on an easier way with other European kids. It fosters 
the sense of belonging to a United Europe! 
• We like to learn from each other on 3 levels: pupils, teachers and (school)management and 
planned our activities on it. We want to support improvements in pedagogical approaches (focused 
on tolerance and respect) and school management. 
• We organize the mobility of pupils, teachers and school management in each country, so 
they can have the real experience of experiencing another European culture/day 
life/school(system) and learning from it. It helps them improve their English, take responsibility for 
preparing, participating and evaluating meeting-activities and give them independence and 
involvement. They can share their experiences with others, including parents. 
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• We support the development of ICT-based activities by making an own website and using 
tools to create an internet-environment where pupils can make their own websites and 
communicate with each other.  
• We  improve and keep a good community feeling: we make new friends, work together to 
improve relevant skills and use creativity, league, sportsmanship and humour to work on social 
elements as respect and tolerance, which are a part of good physical and mental health . 
 
We will involve as much teachers, pupils and members of the school-management as possible.

The assistant (Netherlands) will be responsible for preparing,  the content, the progress and the 
report of the meetings. Poland and/or the Netherlands also are/is the chairman of the project 
meeting. 
On project meetings we discuss about several subjects, but also about the activities at the different 
levels. For each level an organizer is  responsible for the activities and the organisation. Level 3 is 
the intermediate level where most of the activities are based on ICT. That’s the reason why we 
give one school the responsibility for ICT activities and the common website. 
It’s also important to us to keep reports and other work from pupils, especially when they take part 
in the mobility. Therefore we’ve got a work collector.  

5.5 COOPERATION AND COMMUNICATION

be organised.  
 
We designed a common website for general use (teachers). Every month every school has to put a 
message update on the website.  
There’s also an (updated) email-address list of all participating schools. The coordinator and the 
assistant use it for messages about the control of progress of appointments, questions, preparing 
and report meetings etc. The other partner schools use this list to contact the coordinator, the 
assistant or other partners. 
Most important are the meetings. We’ll organize 6 meetings during the year (at the beginning,  
middle and end of the year). There we see each other and work together to work on the aims, 
plans and activities. This communication is necessary to motivate all participating pupils and 
teachers. 

5.6 EUROPEAN ADDED VALUE 
What impact and benefits of European cooperation do you expect Partnership activities to have on 
persons (pupils and staff) and on the participating institutions? 
 
We are building on a new generation of healthier European citizens (open-minded). 
There’s a big distance between the countries and we’ve got different opinions and experiences 
about good health and movement, but there are also a lot of similarities. It’s a challenge to learn 
from each other and bring the experience-world of pupils closer to each other. 
We expect the kids to improve language skills and implement the use of ICT.  
Finally,  it’s important for teachers and pupils to increase their skills and know-how and benchmark 
their learning and teaching strategies.

schools.  
- We’ve planned a big cooperation with schools from 7 European countries and around 2500 pupils 
who are informed and mostly (more than 1500) participating in the project.  
- All partner schools teach English and stimulate pupils to communicate with other partner schools 
in this modern foreign language in level 2 (easy English) en level 3 (advanced English).  
- The pupils will use the internet environment think.com to communicate in English with the pupils 
in the other countries, by making websites, sending messages and showing pictures and movies. 
The teachers will work on the common website (a kind of web log) to communicate with each other 
and make it visible.  
- One part of the meeting we’ll talk about subject relates to health-education to improve 
pedagogical approaches and learn from each others school management 
 
5.8 
- We will target the following competences: communication in the mother tongue, communication 
in foreign languages, ICT skills, learning to learn and social and civic competence.  
- Some of the schools are situated in socio-economic disadvantaged areas. We will give all pupils 
the same changes: with learning and improve a modern foreign language, using computers with 
ICT activities (when it’s not possible at home, pupils can do it on school, on or after school time) 
and by pupil-mobility. We hope to give them a good stimulus for the future and hope that our 
project will be contribute on reducing early school leaving.  
- We challenge pupils to think about the different sub-themes (what they can tell other pupils 
about the theme) and appeal to creativity and innovation when they work out the tasks. All tasks 
will start with a brainstorming session. The results of this creative and innovative work and 
activities will be shown in exhibitions and published on the common website. 
- We organize different common sports and activities as a health run and organize a health 
week/day at the same moment in each country.

Teachers start with an introduction, pupils continue with a brainstorming session and make a 
planning about what to do and how to carry out an activity. Evaluation is in classrooms and central 
by a presentation, exhibition or sharing results of tasks/ leagues / games on the common website. 
Pupils who taken part in the meetings by pupil mobility will prepare their visit by making a paper-
work about their expectations and knowledge of  on a country itself, the daily life and health 
related subjects. During the visit they make a logbook and after the visit they have to make a 
report with their own experiences and with criteria made by the teachers. We collect all reports in 
one book.  
 
We ask the teachers taking part in a meeting to prepare the subject we’ll discuss about. They have 
to prepare it with other teachers of the school and integrate  their experiences into the meeting 
debate. One member of the partnership has to make a report or summary of the discussion with a 
conclusion.  
The conclusion contains a survey of headlights, possibilities to  improve things related to the 
subject.  
We use the same construction for the discussions with members of the school-management. 
Results/evaluation will also be published on the common website.
